• Three layers of coverings are to be draped over 
the walls of the Tabernacle, to form its roof and 
almost completely cover its sides. 

• The first covering   should consist of ten
tapestries, made of "fine-twined linen, and blue, 
and purple, and scarlet wool," with "cherubim of 
artistic work" woven into the fabric.
